Sam Pace reported:  

• October 7 - Attended meeting on food delivery and related topics at Social Services in 
Saguache. 

• October 9 – Attended CCI Legislative Committee Business meeting and a special 
meeting on new state proposals for Human Services in Denver. 

• October 12 – Attended work session with school superintendents in Saguache. 
Linda Joseph reported:  

• October 7 - Attended the SEMTAC orientation, and committee re-organization sessions 
(State Emergency Medical & Trauma Advisory Council). 

• October 8 - Attended the quarterly SEMTAC meeting, in Denver. There are 16 Regional 
grants, which is the category of the County's OEM application. SEMTAC authorized the 



Public Policy & Finance Committee to review and decide these grants, on November 
19th.  

• October 8-9 - Attended the 2nd Annual EMS Summit in Loveland. 
• October 10 - Completing scoring of grants submitted from within the SLV RETAC.  
• Grants were submitted by Northern Saguache Ambulance District and Center EMS. 
• October 12 - Attended work session with the BOCC, School Superintendents Welsh, 

Warren and Doss, Road & Bridge Supervisor Arredondo, and Public Health Director 
Vieira. Crestone Eagle reporter Lakish was present. The BOCC and School 
Superintendents are in agreement on signing the POLICY AND PROCEDURE FOR 

      MANAGEMENT OF INFLUENZA, as presented, following productive discussion on     
      triggers for school closure decision-making, overlapping authorities and good                 
      communication channels. The County will prepare a signature copy.  

1. Pursue an Interest Based Solutions process - Welsh and Arredondo will 
follow-up on potential facilitators. 

2. Schedule a Special meeting in Executive session, at the Mountain Valley 
School, on Monday, October 26, 9 am-3 pm pending confirmation of 
facilitator availability. 

3. Continue gathering information for the meeting on calculation formulas 
and numbers, current financial profiles and needs. 

• Met with Public Health Director Della Vieira and Co- Administrator Zimmer for 
orientation purposes, on procedures and channels for interfacing with Admin, 
Commissioners, Personnel and budget process. 

 
Lyn Zimmer and Wendi Maez – Co-administrator report:  
 
Pace moved to send a letter to Judge Kuenhold to allow Counties a fee for the collection of 
Water Sub -District Assessment fees. Spearman seconded the motion. The vote was all 
Ayes. 
 

• Discuss and sign letter to Judge Kuenhold concerning the collection of assessment fees 
for the newly created water district. 

• Tom Blunt’s Veteran’s officer report was reviewed and signed. 
• Extra TANF funds come to the County every year that are not attached to Social Services 

and can go to General Fund. The county must meet all work service requirements for 
clients on assistance. The money has not come yet this year, but can be added to the 
budget. 

 
Spearman moved to accept the 2008 Audit. Pace seconded the motion. The vote was three 
Ayes. 
 

• Zimmer has been in contact with a few auditors that are interested in submitting a RPF 
for the 2009 audit.

Wendi Maez – Land Use Administrator report: 



Spearman moved to deny the waiver of fees for Silver Lake Homeowners Association. Pace 
seconded the motion. The vote was three Ayes. 
 

• Request from Silver Creek Lakes Homeowners Assn. for a waiver of fees to consolidate 
several lots that are owned by several different landowners. The HOA would like to see if 
they could pay one application fee instead of 13. The HOA would still be required to pay 
one application fee and a fee per lot. The total owed now is $5560.  The reason for the 
consolidation request is due to the size of the lots you cannot install a sewage system and 
water well on the lots without crossing over the lot lines which requires a variance.  If we 
waive the application fee for all but one application the fee would be about $1800. 

 
Pace moved to deny the request by Dan Rogers to refund any fees on his Conditional Use 
Permit application. Spearman seconded the motion. The vote was three Ayes. 
 

• Dan Rogers with the medical marijuana retreat center that was withdrawn two weeks ago 
has asked if some of his fees can be refunded. He was informed that that it was unlikely 
that it would be possible to refund his money due to all of the staff work on this 
application and it was two weeks from the CBPC review. Total paid was $1693 of which 
$568 was mailing fees. 

 
Pace moved to deny the request by Lazy KV Estates to unconsolidate the lots purchased 
from the County. Spearman seconded the motion. The vote was three Ayes. 
 

• Lazy KV Estates have requested the process of un-consolidating the lots they purchased 
last spring. They also asked if there could be a reduction in fees. Not sure which lots they 
want to un-consolidate or if they want to do all of them. 

• Laura Mezloff – Alternate on the SCPC has resigned as she has moved to Monte Vista.  
Will wait till December to advertise for her position with the other open positions. 

• Have not received any applicants to replace Christian Dillo on the CBPC. Will leave the 
position open until it is filled. 

• Signed the Subdivision Exemption request for Neil and Teresa Seitz that was approved at 
the October 6, 2009 meeting. 

• Have received Terresa Solar’s 1041 permit application. Will review and give to the board 
on the October 20th meeting.
